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Location: Martial Cottle State and County Park (Life Estate), Snell Avenue, San Jose.

Description:
This Italianate-Victorian ranch house dates from the 1870's. It's the Cottle house in 287-acre Martial Cottle Park. It was the family home for Walter Cottle Lester, who donated the land for the park, named after his grandfather. The Cottle Ranch was purchased in 1864 by Edward Cottle, who gave 350 acres to his son Martial Cottle. It was part of 9600-acre Rancho Santa Teresa, founded by De Anza Expedition member Jose Joaquin Bernal in 1834.
